Threatened species of 
the Lower Hunter Valley
What is a threatened species?
Plants and animals are assessed if they are at risk of extinction. If the 
risk is high, they are listed in legislation and conservation actions are 
developed for their protection.
A species is considered threatened if there is a reduction in its population 
size, it has a restricted geographical distribution or there are few mature 
individuals. A threatened species may be listed in NSW under the 
Biodiversity Conservation Act 2016 or nationally under the Environmental 
Protection and Biodiversity Protection Act 1999 as vulnerable, endangered, 
critically endangered or extinct, depending on its status.
